We seek candidates who have a demonstrated strength in both in-person and online teaching in 

Entrepreneurship and related areas, supported by relevant professional certification and/or experience. 

Preference will be given to those candidates who hold a relevant doctoral degree from a reputable post-

secondary institution.
